THINGS TO BRING  
April 12-13, 2024 

  
1. Clothing: 


- Classical Uniform to be worn when you arrive at WHS. 
Please pack anything you will need at the festival in your hang up bag...all other luggage 
will be under the bus


- Anaheim Tour Shirt to be worn all day Saturday

- Choir Jackets - show your pride if you’ve got one 


2. Necessities: 

- Warm clothes for night time (Warm jacket or sweat shirt) 

- Clothes to sleep in 

- Toiletries (toothbrush, tooth paste, deodorant, hygiene supplies)


3. Money for lunch and dinner on Saturday and any extra things you might want to purchase. 
Breakfast, lunch and dinner will be provided on Friday. Breakfast will be provided at the 
hotel on Saturday morning. 


4. Your favorite pillow for the bus ride. (Teddy bears and other stuffed animals OK too.)


5. Snacks for bus ride (NO drinks w/o lids) and for the entire weekend. Bring extra food for 
snacking on Festival Day - make sure you do not pack any snacks you want for Friday in 
your suitcase. You will not be able access your suitcase until we arrive at the hotel after the 
forum festival. 


6. Bring Dramamine if you need it for bus ride!! Make sure you give this to your tour mom or 
dad.


7. Please bring extra money for Bus Driver Gratuity ($5 recommended) ☺ This will be collected 
Friday morning by the Tour Mom or Dad “Bus Boss”.


8. Bring all medications with you on Friday morning. Once you meet your tour Mom or Dad 
give them your medications and explain any important information with them that they may 
need. All medications must be in original bottles and placed in a Ziploc baggie with your 
name on it before you arrive at school. 


9. Each student may bring one suitcase, which must have their name on the outside of it 
before they bring it to school. The student will place his or her own suitcase under the bus. 
You may also bring one carry on type bag and your hanging bag on the bus with you. 
Please mark all of your belongings before you get to school.
